Strategies to help

+ Little and often is the best strategy. This means children are not
overwhelmed and tired.

+ Read books more than once. This results in children feeling more
confident and fluent in their reading.

+ Talk to your child about what they are reading.

« Show your child where reading is helpful. This could be ordering food in a
café, choosing what to watch on TV or reading a message from a friend.

+ If you notice your child is struggling to read particular words or sounds
you could build these words using magnetic letters.

« Try and make your reading time together special and fun. Adding reading
into your daily routine will soon become normal fer-you and your child.
